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Terms and conditions

Registration and bookings

We welcome group bookings for the Junior Summer School
(minimum of 5 students). To secure a place on an Oxford
ILS course, please return the Registration Forms together
with payment of a deposit of 30% of the total fee. Your
booking is not confirmed until you receive this in writing
from Oxford ILS.

Fees and payment

Prices for group bookings are available on request. Please
contact the School for a quote. Deposit of 30% required at
the time of booking. Full payment of all fees must be
received in full at least 8 weeks before arrival. Where the
booking is less than 10 weeks before arrival then all fees
are payable at the time of the booking.

Cancellations

All cancellations must be notified to Oxford ILS in writing.
Any cancellations by the student, group or booking agent
before the course starts will be subject to the following
charges:

100% of total fees

60% of the total fees
30 % of the total fees
Administrative costs of
£130 per student

Less than 20 days notice
Between 21 — 30 days notice
Between 31 — 60 days notice
More than 60 days notice

All cancellations made after the course start date are not
refundable.

Arrivals and departures

All students must arrive on Sunday prior to the course start
date. Group arrivals to Oxford should be between 9.00
and 21.00. Arrivals before, or after, these times will not be
accepted. On their first day students will be given lunch
(for arrivals to the host family before 12.00) and dinner
(for arrivals before 18.00). A light meal will be offered to
students for later arrivals (after 18.00).

Students must leave their host family room between 08:00
and 12.00 on Sunday. Departures from Oxford prior to
08:00 are not accepted. On the last day students will be
given breakfast only.

Extra nights must be requested in writing to Oxford ILS
and, if available, will be subject to additional fees.
Discounts are not available if the student stays fewer
nights.

Pick Up and Drop Off in Oxford

For group bookings, the School will arrange for students to
be picked-up and dropped-off between an Oxford meeting
point and their Host Family on their arrival and departure
dates. On very rare occasions, this service may not be
available, in which case the School will notify the Group
Leader at least 24 hours before the group arrival time. The
School will arrange for transport to the Host Family.

Flight details and changes

All confirmed flight details must be included in the Group
Booking Form. Any changes to these flight details must
be notified to the School immediately. All fight changes
will be subject to additional charges to recover any costs
that may be incurred by the School as a result of changes
to flight details.

Group Leader’s and Students’ responsibilities

We aim to make the students’ stay in Oxford a pleasant
and enjoyable experience. Students will be cared for
throughout their stay and will receive a high quality
service in their chosen programme. We expect Group
Leaders to cooperate with the School and to be on hand
at all times to help with any unforeseen problems,
difficulties and emergencies.

The School expects all students and Group Leaders to
behave in an appropriate manner in accordance with the
School’s policies. Oxford ILS reserves a right to remove a
student from the School and/or Host Family if the
student’s behaviour is deemed to be unacceptable. No
refund will be given and Oxford ILS will not be
responsible for any additional costs incurred by the
student.

Liability and Insurance

The School is not responsible, and cannot be held liable,
for any loss, or damage to property, nor for any accident
whilst at the Homestay family, or residence hall. It is
strongly recommended that students have adequate
insurance cover for their possessions. Students are also
required to make their own arrangements for travel and
medical insurance to cover costs in case of illness,
accidents, or repatriation costs.
